RESEARCH ACTIVITIES

The Center promotes solutions to public health and social issues in Kazakhstan
and Central Asia. The Center seeks to expand scientific capacity and develop a
viable regional research infrastructure. With funding from private organizations,
the US National Institutes of Health, the Ministry of Health of the Republic of
Kazakhstan, Nazarbayev University, the GHRCCA provides intensive training
programs for health and social work professionals and researchers from
Kazakhstan on public health, epidemiology, bioethics, biostatistics, health
management, and drug use research services. Our epidemiological and
biobehavioral research focuses on populations most at risk for HIV/AIDS,
tuberculosis, hepatitis, and sexually transmitted infections (STIs), including
people living with HIV, people who inject drugs (PWUD), migrants, men who
have sex with men (MSM), transgender people (TG), as well as sex workers
(SW) and at-risk youth.

Aegida Project — “Assessment of the intervention to develop HIV
self-testing skills and reduce stigma among women at risk in
Kazakhstan” (2021 - 2024)

This project Aegida, funded by the U.S. National Institute on Drug Abuse
(NIDA), is a pilot randomized control trial (RCT) of women engaged in
commercial sex work and drug use in Kazakhstan. The project’s goal is to
increase regular HIV testing, enable early detection of new HIV/STI cases, and
reduce HIV stigma among at-risk women. The intervention aims to support HIV
self-testing and stigma reduction, with a control arm focusing on HIV risk
reduction and disease prevention. The project is being implemented in Almaty,
supported by the Kazakh Scientific Center for Dermatology and Infectious
Diseases, and the Center for AIDS Prevention and Control in Almaty.

BRIDGE project - Improving HIV Service Delivery for People who
Inject Drugs (PWIDs) in Kazakhstan (2015 - 2020)

This project, funded by the NIH, evaluated the feasibility and viability of an
expanded, integrated HIV services package for needle and syringe programs
(NSPs). It aimed to increase the number and proportion of HIV-positive people
who inject drugs (PWID) receiving HIV care within 90 days. As part of UNAIDS'
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95-95-95 strategy, the project sought to achieve the goals of 95% of PWID
knowing their status, 95% of those diagnosed receiving ART, and 95% of those
on ART achieving viral suppression. The study results, published in Open JAMA,
demonstrated the intervention’s effectiveness in expanding syringe exchange
programs, increasing rapid HIV testing, and improving ART initiation and viral
suppression among participants in Almaty, Karaganda and South
Kazakhstan/Turkistan regions.

Smart Couples project - Couple-based antiretroviral therapy

ADVANCE project: Advocacy and Assessment of Naloxone in

This was the first regional initiative addressing opioid overdose across
Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, and Tajikistan. Funded by the Open Society Institute
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(OSI), the project aimed to empower regional partners by building local capacity
for evidence-based advocacy in the participating countries. The project’s primary
objectives included providing technical support to regional initiatives to expand
access to naloxone within opiate users’ communities and social networks. This
was achieved by training local partners in advanced data collection technologies
and certification processes for working with human subjects. Additionally, the
project focused on strengthening partnerships with governmental agencies and
donors to facilitate the procurement and widespread distribution of naloxone
across various medical facilities, NGOs, and trust points at AIDS centers and
primary healthcare settings.

HIV and Drug Abuse Prevention in Kazakhstan (2013 - 2015)

The study, funded by the NIH, was implemented in partnership with Columbia
and Chicago universities, aimed to adapt and test the feasibility and estimate the
effect size parameters of a skill-based and family-focused intervention for at-risk
adolescents from communities affected by heroin trade and use in Kazakhstan,
located on the major drug trafficking route from Afghanistan. The Kazakhstani
Family Together intervention combined skills-based approaches with family
involvement and multimedia computer technology to create an engaging,
scalable tool.

Among Men Who Have Sex with Men (MSM) and transgender
persons in Kazakhstan (2019 - 2021)

AmanBol, funded by the Elton John AIDS Foundation (EJAF), UK, was the
first project in Kazakhstan and Central Asia, was designed with the main goal to
introduce, expand access and coverage, as well as promote HIV self-testing
among MSM and transgender (MSMTG) populations in Kazakhstan. We built an
innovative and cost-efficient model for HIV self-testing administration in
Kazakhstan by integrating online social marketing and client-oriented promotion
strategies along with workflow automation instruments into HIV prevention
services to improve coverage, safety, quality, and speed of HIV testing among
highly stigmatized population of MSMTG in Kazakhstan. Because of innovations
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introduced, the Amanbol model was able to provide HIVST for 10,955
beneficiaries with the response rate of 78%, identify 225 new HIV positive
MSMTG persons, and link 159 of them to HIV care. As part of the project,
advocacy and dissemination were conducted to further integrate the model into
the national HIV program. Also, as an additional component, the project
addressed the issue of stigma related to sexual identity and HIV, as a main
barrier for accessing HIV services by developing curriculum and training mental
health specialists on stigma-related issues.

Funded by the Open Society Institute (OSI), the study collected biological
and behavioral data to design surveillance systems for tracking the HIV
epidemic among MSM.

Funded by the Kazakhstan
Ministry of Education and Science and The Center of Life Sciences at
Nazarbayev University, this project aimed to identify risk factors fueling the TB
epidemic in Kazakhstan, particularly the high rates of MDR-TB. The study
involved 1,800 participants across four regions and combined case-control,
household cohort, and genetic sub-studies.

Incidence rates of tuberculosis (TB) in Central Asia are extremely high,
particularly among migrant populations. This study, funded by the USAID,
aimed to describe TB epidemics among labor migrants in Central Asia,
estimate TB prevalence, assess knowledge levels, and identify multi-level risk
factors associated with TB. The research targeted 1,400 migrant workers from
Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan, and Uzbekistan, who were involved in sectors like
construction, agriculture, trade, and sex work. The study contributed valuable
insights into TB among vulnerable migrants and informed policy planning for
future interventions.

1. Development of Socially-Oriented Primary Healthcare (PHC)

2004: Funded by USAID, this program involved a 4-week training for medical
and social workers, psychologists, and nurses from the “Demeu” Family
Medicine Center on the basics of social work.

2005: Funded by the Akimat of Astana, medical and social workers,
psychologists, and nurses from the “Demeu” Family Medicine Center visited the
Columbia University School of Social Work in New York to continue their training
in social work.

2011: At the request of the Minister of Health and funded by the Ministry of
Health of the Republic of Kazakhstan, this program replicated Kazakhstan's
unigue socially-oriented PHC model, created within the “Demeu” Family
Medicine Center.

2. Enhancement of Research Qualifications for Medical Workers

2007: Funded by the Ministry of Health of the Republic of Kazakhstan, 20
medical specialists from various scientific medical institutions underwent 5-week
training at Columbia University in the basics of research activities, including
epidemiology, medical statistics, and research ethics.

2009: The same 20 specialists, along with staff from the Kazakhstan School
of Public Health, completed an advanced course in epidemiology and a practical
course in medical statistics and data analysis at the School of Public Health.

3. Evidence-Based Prevention Programs and Social Interventions

WINGS of Hope: Addressing Violence Against Women Who Inject Drugs
in Kyrgyzstan (2013 - 2014)

The study aimed to adapt and pilot the evidence-based WINGS program in
Osh and Bishkek. WINGS of Hope is a screening and brief intervention program
designed to improve service quality for drug-dependent women. It was
developed in collaboration with clients of NGOs in Kyrgyzstan that serve women
who inject drugs. The program includes screening for violence from intimate
partners and planning for safety. It also identifies psychological and legal needs
and improves referral services to organizations addressing these issues.

International Conference on Treatment as Prevention (2012)

In partnership with the Fogarty International Training and Research Program,
the Republican AIDS Center, UNAIDS, and CDC, GHRCCA hosted the
International Scientific Conference “Expanding Access to HIV Treatment and
ART as Prevention in Kazakhstan” on November 13-15 in Almaty, Kazakhstan.
The conference had two goals: 1) to review and discuss HIV prevention and
treatment in Kazakhstan, including the scientific basis for early ART initiation,
opportunities, and barriers to ART expansion and treatment as prevention; and
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2) to build capacity and partnerships for fruitful research, training, and
development of clinical research programs on HIV. This 2-day conference
brought together representatives from the Ministry of Health of the Republic of
Kazakhstan, international and national NGOs, practitioners, scientists, and
educators from universities in the U.S. and Kazakhstan for effective discussions
and potential collaboration in these areas.
